Any Junior Counselor or Special member who chooses to enter a
student in the Festival must own a copy of the Festival Bulletin.

Festival Cup - Is an incentive, point collecting program provided by the NFMC to
entrants in the Festival. Festival cups are trophy awards. Entrant must pay a cup
fee in order to participate in this program.

Fees/Dues

Membership, club fees and dues are due to the state treasurer by December 1.
The Fees listed in this bulletin are correct as of the date of this publication. Please
refer to your local District Festival Chairperson or affiliated Chairperson for any
changes or amendments that may occur.

Festival Cups

The Festival Cup plan is an incentive program provided be the NFMC to all entrants
in the Festival. It is designed to encourage and promote interest of all musicians
to continue their music study and participation in the Festival. Junior festival en-
trants are awarded gold cups. Adult festival entrants are awarded silver cups.

Points accumulate from year to year. The first cup is awarded when a festival en-
trant achieves a total of 15 points per category. Points over the required total of
15 are credited towards the next cup that is larger in size. Entrants to the festival
receive points towards the cup by paying the cup fee. Participating in the Festival
does not qualify an entrant cup points. They must pay the cup fee to gain cup
points.

$ List festival cup participants in alphabetical order, last name first. Make sure
that their names are spelled correctly. The name should coincide with the

name used on the festival application. EXx. If Jonathan i s used on festival form
use Jon on this application. Keep the name consistent on all forms.

$ For adults working towards silver cups indicate
$ Fill out forms and make copies for your records.

$ Submit your original form(s) along with a check or money order payable to
MFMC and enter into the memo line Festival Cup Plan. The check and the origi-
nal form should be mailed on or before Jan 31.

Make sure to make copies of the forms for your own records.

Junior Counselors must keep accurate records of points earned. Refer to the Festi-
val Bulletin for more detailed rules.
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
